For example, candi-
dates who studied in France will have completed 
the Maitrise or Master 1; candidates who studied 
in Germany must have obtained the results of the 
First State Examination; Japanese applicants will 
hold the LL.B. or J.D equivalent under the new 
legal education system; Mexican candidates will 
hold the Licenciado en Derecho. Preference in 
the admissions process is given to those appli-
cants with full time legal work experience after 
the completion of studies. 

In addition, applicants who are not native speak-
ers of English must have excellent English lan-
guage writing and speaking ability, demonstrated 
by a score exceeding 100 on the internet-based 
TOEFL exam with minimum scores of 25 in 
each of the four sections; 250 on the computer-
based TOEFL exam with minimum scores of 25 
in each of three sections; or 600 on the paper-
based TOEFL exam with minimum scores of 60 
in each section.  The test scores must be from a 
test taken within two years of the date of applica-
tion; older test scores will not be considered.

In 
addition, the TOEFL Bulletin and registration 
form may be obtained locally in a number of cit-
ies outside the United States. Copies are usually 
available at American embassies and consulates, 
offices of the United States Information Agency 
(USIA), United States educational commissions 
and foundations abroad, and bi-national centers.

Although the TOEFL is the preferred test of 
English proficiency, if circumstances are such 
that an applicant is unable to take the TOEFL 
test, we will also consider the results of an IELTS 
(academic module) taken within two years of 
the date of application.  Applicants should have 
received an overall average score of 7.0 or higher, 
with a minimum of 6.5 in each section.  More 
information on the IELTS exam is available at 
www.ielts.org.

U.S. Educated Lawyers:

U.S.-educated candidates for the LL.M. and/
or Certificate programs must be graduates of a 
law school approved by the American Bar As-
sociation. Applicants educated at law schools 
in Puerto Rico should apply as U.S.-educated 
candidates.

Doctor of Juridical Science (S.J.D.) Candidates

At a minimum, candidates for the Doctor of 
Juridical Science (S.J.D.) either must: 1) have an 
LL.M. degree from a U.S. law school or from any 
common law country, with a high “B” average; or 
2) have received a J.D. from an accredited law 
school in the U.S., have a record of publication, 
and have three years of teaching experience at a

tive speakers of English must meet the TOEFL 
requirements outlined above.

Applying Early Action
The Graduate Admissions Committee has “Early 
Action” programs for both foreign- and U.S.-
educated LL.M. applicants. Applicants receive 
the most favorable consideration if they apply 
Early Action. Early Action applications are the 
first reviewed in our rolling process and receive 
early notification. To apply Early Action, attor-
neys educated outside the U.S. must complete 
their LL.M. applications with all required docu-
mentation by November 13, 2009. Decisions 
for this group will be mailed on December 15, 
2009. U.S.-trained students must complete their 
documentation by January 5, 2010 to qualify for 
the Early Action process. Decisions for this group 
will be mailed on February 1, 2010. 

Once the Early Action program has ended, the 
Graduate Admissions Committee continues 
reviewing application files on a rolling basis. Note 
that the Early Action program does not apply 
to Georgetown Law Research Fellows or S.J.D. 
applications. The Graduate Admissions Commit-
tee will review all of these applications as a group 
after their respective application deadlines.

Applying Regular Action
Foreign-trained attorneys must submit their 
LL.M. applications and all required documen-
tation by February 15, 2010.  All U.S.-trained 
applicants must submit their LL.M. applica-
tions and all required documentation by March 
1, 2010. Late applications may be submitted 
after deadline dates, but will be considered on a 
space-available basis only, and an additional fee 
will apply as described above. The Graduate Ad-
missions Committee endeavors to issue decisions 
within 6-10 weeks of the date the application file 
is completed. Please note that the Committee 

cannot begin reviewing an application until all re-
quired supporting materials have been received.

Methods of Application
1) Strongly Preferred Approach: Applying Online

The Law Center strongly encourages appli-
cants to apply online. The online application is 
available on our website at www.law.georgetown.
edu/admissions/, along with detailed application 
instructions. Applications submitted online are 
likely to be completed, and therefore reviewed, 
more quickly than those sent by mail.

2) Paper Application

In the event that an applicant is unable to apply 
online due to extenuating circumstances, the 
applicant may submit a paper application, by 
downloading and printing out the application 
and supplementary forms from the Law Center 
website: www.law.georgetown.edu/admissions/

Full and Part Time Study
Georgetown offers both a full and part time 
program of study for LL.M. students.  All inter-
national students on student entry visas should 
plan to complete their LL.M. degrees as full time 
students in one academic year, beginning in the 
fall semester and graduating at the end of the 
spring semester. On rare occasions, international 
students may enroll on a part-time basis if their 
visa status (certain types of non-student visas) 
permits such study. 

Application Evaluation Process
The Graduate Admissions Committee evalu-
ates candidates on both academic and personal 
criteria. Academic information includes law 
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school and undergraduate records and, in certain 
instances, graduate records. Personal factors in-
clude work experience; extracurricular activities; 
recommendations by law school faculty or em-
ployers; and biographical data. The Committee 
also considers other information that indicates a 
candidate’s potential for successful performance 
in graduate legal studies. 

Although Georgetown does not use numerical 
cut-offs, only candidates with strong academic 
and personal credentials are encouraged to apply. 
Non-quantifiable information is weighed to dis-
tinguish between applicants with similarly strong 
academic credentials, although personal informa-
tion alone is seldom sufficient as a substitute for 
a strong academic record. Applicants who wish 
to assess the probability of admission to George-
town University Law Center’s graduate program 
might consider that the majority of accepted 
applicants were in the top third or higher of their 
law school classes, and had grade point averages 
above 3.2.

The Law Center actively recruits students from 
diverse ethnic, economic, and educational back-
grounds. Therefore, the Graduate Admissions 
Committee may accord considerable weight to 
such factors as extracurricular activities, work 
experience, unique circumstances, ethnic or 
minority status, and geographic location. Applica-
tions from persons with disabilities are invited.

Visits
Those who wish to visit the Law Center and 
obtain additional information should request 
an appointment at least two weeks in advance 
of their intended visit. Please note that such 
informational appointments are not interviews 
and are not weighed by the Committee in making 
its decision.

Financial Assistance
LL.M. students must plan their finances care-
fully to meet expenses for the length of their 
academic programs. Students must be U.S. 
citizens or permanent residents enrolled at least 
on a half-time basis (four credits each semester 
and two credits during the summer) to be eligible 
to apply for the federal student loan programs. 
The Law Center offers a very limited number of 
grants to graduate students through established 
programs.

NOTE: International students must have suf-
ficient personal or home governmental resources 
to finance their entire course of study. The 
Financial Aid Office has created a publication 
on potential resource alternatives for non-U.S. 
citizens, who are ineligible to receive Federal Fi-
nancial Aid. You can find this publication online

Graduate students attending the Law Center 
who are otherwise eligible may apply for the fol-
lowing forms of financial assistance:

Additional Information for Applicants
Bar Examinations

Many of our LL.M. students who earn their first 
degree in law in a foreign country choose to take 
a U.S. bar exam, usually the New York bar exam, 
upon completion of their LL.M. at Georgetown.  
Your academic advisor will work with you to help 
you select courses needed to qualify for the bar 
exam, as part of designing your overall course of 
study. Georgetown encourages LL.M. students to 
view their LL.M. year not merely as preparation 
for the bar exam, but as an opportunity to choose 
from an array of courses which will contribute 
to the student’s long-term professional growth.  
Georgetown’s curriculum includes numerous 
courses which have in the past satisfied eligibil-
ity requirements for the New York Bar exam. 
However, for students whose primary goal is to 
become a U.S. lawyer, Georgetown advises them 
to consider earning a U.S. JD degree, as that is 
the basic credential most sought after by U.S. 
law firms and other legal employers.

Visa Information

The process of obtaining the proper documents 
for a student visa begins after acceptance to 
Georgetown. The Office of Admissions sends 
instructions to admitted students on how to 
request the I-20 or DS-2019 form necessary 
to obtain your visa. Georgetown will send you 
this “Certificate of Eligibility” after you have 
confirmed your intention to enroll in the LL.M. 
program and have paid your tuition deposit.
