His 2004 Rutgers University Press book The Intruders: Unreasonable Searches
and Seizures from King John to John Ashcroft critiques the post-September 11 erosion of
Fourth Amendment protections against unreasonable governmental search, seizure,
and wiretapping.

Professor Viet D. Dinh was named to the board of directors of News Corp., an
international company controlling Fox media groups, HarperCollins Publishers, and
more than 175 newspapers worldwide. Dinh is among the authors of the panel
discussion “L.ife after 9/11: Issues Affecting the Courts and the Nation,” which
appears in 51 U. Kan.

Father Robert F. Drinan, S.J., professor at the Law Center, published “Wars
and Terrorism Threaten Civil Liberties and Human Rights” in 30 Hum. Rts. and
