• For student loan purposes, your graduation date is the last day of 

scheduled exams: May 12 

• GradPLUS and Consolidation loans enter repayment immediately; 
file the Hardship Deferment to delay repayment. 

• Consolidation of loans is only recommended if you plan to 
participate in the Federal Public Service Loan Forgiveness 
Program. 

• Print a copy of your bill from Student Access+.  You will not get a 
1098-T from Student Accounts, however, if you had loans for the 
Spring 2009 semester, you should be able to claim the Lifetime 
Learning Tax Credit of up to $2,000.
