Once we have these documents, the Georgetown Visa Coordinator will issue a Certificate of Eligibility (I-20) form to the admitted student.  The student should arrange for an interview with a U.S. Embassy or Consulate.  Some U.S. Embassies issue interview dates far in advance, so please check with your local U.S. Embassy regarding timing; currently it takes about two weeks in Spain to obtain an appointment.  Students also must pay a $200 SEVIS fee prior to the interview and must bring the I-20, along with a receipt of a SEVIS fee ($200 USD), and other financial documentation to the U.S. Embassy interview.
