	Counseling and Psychiatric

Service  (CAPS)


When students experience life events or academic pressures that leave them feeling anxious, confused, lonely, angry, depressed, or overwhelmed, it is often helpful to speak with an unbiased, "objective" professional. Confidential evaluation and counseling services are available at the Law Center and at the Main Campus through Georgetown’s Counseling and Psychiatric Service (CAPS) http://caps.georgetown.edu. Generally, counselors will meet with students up to three times and will then help students to find an ongoing counselor if necessary.  
Daytime Appointments: Appointments for both CAPS locations are made through the Main Campus Intake Coordinator at 687-6985.  Day and evening hours are available in the Counseling Office at L-102-G in the Gewirz Center, adjacent to the Student Health Center, or on the Main Campus in 1 Darnall Hall, next to the Medical Center.  

After Hours: Should you need to call the Counseling and Psychiatric Service (CAPS) outside normal working hours, you may call the University operator at 444-7243 to page the doctor on call.
Emergencies: In the event of an evening or weekend emergency, students can see the psychiatric resident on call at the Georgetown University Hospital Emergency Room.  Georgetown University Hospital is located at 3800 Reservoir Road, NW, Washington, DC 20007.
