The Women’s Bar Association Foundation of the District of Columbia has selected Georgetown Law to receive its fifth annual Founders Fellowship.  The Fellowship provides a $7500 award to one Georgetown Law student interning full-time (8 – 10 weeks) at a local non-profit organization that represents the legal needs of women and children.    
Eligibility: 
To be eligible, a student must have a confirmed summer position at a DC area non-profit organization.  Judicial internships, prosecutors’ offices, public defenders, and other government positions are not eligible.     

Application Requirements 

· Resume 
· Offer letter from the non-profit organization where you have chosen to work 

· Answers to the questions below

Please respond to the following: (500 word total)
1. Describe the nature of the work you will be engaging in this summer and its impact on women and children.   
2. Describe how your summer internship relates to your short- and long-term career goals.

Fellowship Requirements: 

The Founders Fellowship recipient will be required to write an executive summary describing his/her experiences, which will be publicly  available on the Women’s Bar Association website and a personal essay of approximately 1100 words about the work s/he did and what the fellowship allowed him/her to achieve. 
The Founders Fellowship stipend will be paid in two increments: $5,000 will be paid at the beginning of the summer and the remaining $2500 will be paid in the fall, upon receipt of the Fellow’s executive summary and personal essay.
