	2010 BARKER FELLOWSHIP IN ANIMAL LAW


Fellowship Description:  Georgetown Law Center and The Humane Society of the United States (HSUS) are now accepting applications for the 2010 Barker FELLOWSHIP IN Animal Law.  Funded by a generous donation from the Bob Barker Foundation, the annual fellowship offers a recent Georgetown Law graduate the opportunity to work for one year in the Animal Protection Litigation Section of HSUS’ Washington, DC office.  The fellowship is open to Georgetown JD students graduating in 2010 and recent JD graduates completing a clerkship in 2010.
The Animal Protection Litigation Section at HSUS conducts precedent-setting legal campaigns on behalf of animals in state and federal courts around the country. With a team of fifteen in-house litigators, and a docket of more than thirty active cases, the Animal Protection Litigation Section oversees the largest animal protection litigation program in the country. Fellow Duties: Fellows will serve as lead and co-counsel on a wide variety of animal protection cases in state and federal courts throughout the country, including actions to protect whales, dolphins, manatees, and other wildlife, to improve the treatment of performing animals and animals used in research, and to prevent the systematic mistreatment of animals in factory farms.

Qualifications:  The fellowship is open to current students who will receive their Georgetown JD by May 2010 and recent graduates who will complete by August 2010 a clerkship that was entered into immediately upon graduation.  Candidates must have excellent legal writing and research skills.  A background in animal protection and/or environmental law is preferred but not essential.  The ideal candidate will be someone who is resourceful, innovative, productive, and a strong advocate for animals.

Salary:  $39,500 plus HSUS benefits package.  The fellow is also eligible for Georgetown’s Loan Repayment Assistance Program (LRAP).

Application process: Applications will be accepted through February 4, 2010. Applicants must submit a resume, cover letter, and writing sample by email to Jonathan R. Lovvorn,
Vice President & Chief Counsel, The Humane Society of the United States, jlovvorn@hsus.org and copied to Lauren Dubin, dubin@law.georgetown.edu.
