Includes descriptive information about DC international law organizations that are looking for pro bono assistance.

The Human Rights Internship Book, Career Education Institutes 

Lists internships in human rights organizations throughout the US (includes a few overseas opportunities).

Briefly describes human rights within the context of international UN agreements and then lists US human rights and civil rights organizations. Includes brief descriptions and contact information. Directory is well indexed by geography and subject area.
