In summary, students should observe the following:

· Wait for email notification from Registrar’s Office for application of Student Pass

· The email will prompt the student to apply for the Student Pass via SOLAR (Students Pass Online Applications & Registration)

· Student will verify the student’s details found in Form 16 on SOLAR and student is to print a hard copy of Form 16

· Offer package will be sent by Registrar’s Office which will contain

an In-Principal Approval Letter (subject to this being approved by the Immigration & Checkpoints Authority); this will serve as an entry visa to enter Singapore
· During registration at NUS, students will be issued with a stamped copy of the In-Principal Approval Letter, indicating the approved period of stay in Singapore

· Student will then have to go to the Immigration & Checkpoints Authority to collect the Student Pass to complete the immigration formalities for the period of his/her exchange with us.

All international students must hold a valid Student's Pass issued by the Singapore Immigration & Checkpoints Authority for their studies in NUS.
