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Course Outline: 

This first part of this course (constitutional law) examines fundamental issues of the Chinese constitutional law as it applies to the lives of the Chinese people. It will introduce the Chinese constitutional theory and development, the nature of state, the form of government, the division of powers and functions amongst different state organs, the vertical allocation of powers between the central authorities and local governments, the election system and the political parties system, and most importantly the citizens’ constitutional rights. The emphasis will be particularly put on the constitutional practice. Landmark Chinese constitutional cases or events will be introduced and analyzed. The aim of the course is to promote awareness of the mechanism of Chinese constitutional law and to exchange ideas of how to improve the implementation of constitutional law in China.

Course Organization: 

Our weekly meetings （7 times） will be conducted in a lecture+seminar format. The time allocation is about 2/3 for lecturing and 1/3 for questions and discussions. You are expected to read your materials before class. 

Reading Materials:

Reading materials are available upon your registration. You are required to read the materials before class and be ready to participate in our weekly discussion. 

You are also encouraged to read other relevant documents including newspapers, government white papers and law journal articles designated or disseminated by the professor from time to time. 

Chinese Administrative Law

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Course Outline

Administrative law in China is understood as a branch of legal system concerning the management of administrative affairs and further the control of administrative powers. It has played an important role during the process toward rule of law in China, while suffering the same complexity with the whole governance in the transition stage.

Since China does not boast a comprehensive administrative code, just like every other country, and administrative law concerns so wide areas of administration, this course will confine its contents within the general principles and major institutions of administrative law, which include:
(i) Theories of Administrative Law 

(ii) Administrative Organs and their Functions
(iii) Theories of Administrative Acts 

(iv) Administrative Reconsideration

(v) Administrative Litigation 

(vi) Administrative Compensation
This course aims to provide fundamental knowledge on Chinese administrative law in both normative and practical spheres, which will help students to understand better the politics and society of contemporary China. 

Course Organization and Reading Materials
The course of administrative law is divided into seven classes. The outlines and reading materials for each class, including articles, statutes and cases, may be found in the Course Materials. Students are expected to read the reading materials in advance. 

There are more articles and cases which have not been included in the Reading Materials because of their length, or just because of no existing English version. In addition to the Course Materials, keeping in touch with current news is of great help to learn administrative law.

Participation in class discussion is encouraged. Writing e-mails or visiting the office to have a discussion is also welcome.

Assessment
There will be no close-book final exam. The final academic result will be composed of two parts: final paper and mid-term research paper.  

Students will be required to write a 15 pages mid-term paper (double space) on Chinese constitutional law. Professors Wang will recommend some topics. You can also choose your own research topic to write. This paper will take 50% of the final score. You are expected to submit your paper to the Program office before October 31, 2010.
Professor Yu requires to write a research paper on administrative law. This paper will also take 50% of the final score. Papers should be submitted to the Program office before December 19, 2010.
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
