EXAMPLES OF HOW COURSES HAVE FILLED IN PRIOR SEMESTERS

The “How Courses Close” report displays the results of registration for the previous five academic years.  The “How Courses Close” report for the 2009-2010 and subsequent academic years is available online via MyAccess (https://myaccess.georgetown.edu/).  The “How Courses Close” report for the 2006-2009 academic years is available on the Registrar’s website (http://www.law.georgetown.edu/registrar/prereg/index.html).  You should use these reports to see how courses have filled during the registration process, and what priority numbers students in each class year used for successful enrollment in each course. 

PLEASE NOTE: THIS IS ONLY AN INDICATION OF PRIOR DEMAND FOR THE YEARS INDICATED AND NOT A GUARANTEE FOR 2011-2012.  There are many factors which influence demand, including the number of available seats in a course, the semester in which the course is offered, time offered, faculty member, number of sections offered, and against what other courses a particular course is scheduled.

Please keep in mind that your preregistration requests are processed according to (1) your program (JD full-time or JD part-time); (2) your class year, and (3) the priority you give your course requests (1st request gets highest priority, 2nd request gets 2nd highest priority and so on).
How to Read these Reports:
Sections 01, 02, 03 and 04 - Full-time JD students have priority.

First priority is for rising L3 and L4 students; and second priority is for rising L2 students.

Negotiations Seminar with Juliano in Spring 2011 is a ‘ 03 course (full-time JD student priority). The “X” indicates no rising L4 students requested the course.  Rising L3 students who ranked the course 5th and some rising L2 students who ranked the course 4th were enrolled.  The zero (0) indicates no rising E2 or E4 students who requested the course were enrolled for reasons such as section closed-no seats available, time conflicts, credit limits, etc.  No rising E3 students requested the course.
Sections 07 and 97 - Part-time JD students have priority.

First priority is for rising E4 students; second is for rising E3 students; third is for rising E2 students.

Evidence with Fisher and Morin in Fall 2010 is a ‘ 07 course (part-time JD student priority).  Rising E4, E3 and E2 students who ranked the course as their 3rd priority were enrolled.  Rising L4 students who ranked the course 1st were enrolled.  Some rising L3 students who ranked the course 4th and some rising L2 students who ranked the course 2nd were enrolled.  
Sections 05, 06, 08, 09, 10, 11 and 12 - JD students have priority.

First priority goes to rising L3, L4 and E4 students; second priority goes to rising L2 and E3 students.  Third priority is for E2 students.

Administrative Law with Cashin in Spring 2011 is a ‘ 05 course (equal priority to full-time and part-time JD students according to class year).  Rising L4 students who ranked the course 3rd, and rising L3 students who ranked the course 7th were enrolled in the course.  Some rising L2 students who ranked the course 4th were enrolled.  No rising E4 students requested the course.  Rising E3 students who ranked the course 6th were enrolled, and rising E2 students who ranked the course 3rd were enrolled.
NOTE: Students are manually enrolled in professor permission and Spring sections of year-long courses, not through the pre-registration system.  Therefore the report will show no students who requested those courses were enrolled.
We hope this report will help you prioritize your registration.  Please remember that it is an internal advising report which must be read carefully and knowledgeably.  We have found it to be helpful to students in the past.
