• Arlington—Arlington was originally designated to be part of 
the diamond that was to form the District of Columbia, but 
the District gave the land back to 
Virginia.  Arlington has no incor-
porated cities or towns within its 
borders.  It is an urban residential 
community bordering Washington 
D.C.  The National Cemetery, the 
Pentagon, and the Ronald Reagan 
Washington National Airport are 
all landmarks located in Arlington.  
Housing styles range from traditional to contemporary and 
include:  single family homes, many new apartment complexes 
and condominiums. Luxury high-rise dwellings as well as an 
adequate supply of moderately priced rental garden apart-
ments.
