ACCOMMODATIONS: Housing is available on a first-come, first-served basis.  A $50 application fee charged to a valid credit card number must accompany all applications.  
However, any Occupancy Agreement that cannot be processed because space is not available will be placed on the waiting list.  If the Office of Residence Life is unable to 
place an applicant into an apartment by June 6, 2009, the application fee will be credited to the applicant’s credit card account.  Posted summer housing rates 
include the 14.5% Washington, DC short-term housing tax.  Rent is due in full one month prior to arrival.  Agreement can only be amended by mutual consent of parties.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF OCCUPANCY

SUBLETTING is not allowed under any circumstances. If you wish to cancel your Occupancy Agreement, you must find a replacement acceptable to the University or you are responsible for all rent for the entire Period of Occupancy.

GUESTS are permitted provided you have the consent of your roommate(s). Overnight guests may remain for a maximum of three (3) days per month. You are responsible for ensuring that the conduct of your guests does not violate Housing or University policies and that your guests do not infringe upon the rights of other residents or students.

NO ALCOHOL should be consumed by residents under the legal drinking age of 21 years old in the Gewirz Student Center. Violation of this policy could result in termination of the Occupancy Agreement.

NO PETS except fish will be allowed in the Residence Hall.

KEYS AND KEYCARDS will be issued on the day you move in.  There is a $25.00 charge for each lost key/keycard. All charges will be charged to your credit card. You may not duplicate keys/keycards or alter or install any locks in the Residence Hall.

EMPLOYEES OF GEORGETOWN UNIVERSITY and their agents have the right to enter your unit for administrative purposes, repairs, to inspect for compliance with health, fire or building codes, or for any other situation that the university deems to be a danger to health, safety or property. Notice of 24 hours will be given if possible and a notice containing the name, date, time and purpose of entrance and any applicable charges will be left in your unit.

NEITHER GEORGETOWN UNIVERSITY NOR ANY OF ITS EMPLOYEES OR AGENTS IS LIABLE FOR LOSS OF OR DAMAGE TO PERSONAL PROPERTY, BODILY INJURY OR DEATH, REGARDLESS OF ITS CAUSE.

All residents are subject to and agree to abide by all University policies including those outlined in this Agreement, the Residence Life Policies Handout and the Law Center Bulletin (as those publications may from time to time be modified by the Law Center during the term of the Agreement), and the laws of the United States and District of Columbia. Failure to comply or to pay any amount due on time may result in disciplinary action, termination of occupancy or expulsion from the University. Termination policies and procedures can be found in the Residence Life Policies Handout.

THIS IS A LEGAL AND BINDING OCCUPANCY AGREEMENT. THE OCCUPANCY AGREEMENT SHALL CONSTITUTE A LICENSE AND SHALL NOT BE DEEMED TO CONSTITUTE A LEASE OR TO CREATE OR TRANSFER INTEREST IN OR A LIEN ON REAL ESTATE. THE UNIVERSITY MAY REVOKE THE IS LICENSE IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE PROCEDURES, OBLIGATIONS AND REGULATIONS IN THE RESIDENCE LIFE POLICIES HANDOUT AND LAW CENTER BULLETIN. MAKE YOUR DECISIONS AND

MARK YOUR PREFERENCES CAREFULLY.

NO REFUND WILL BE MADE FOR EARLY

DEPARTURE OR A NO-SHOW.

By signing this Occupancy Agreement I agree to the following:

• To make the full payment of all charges prior to assigned date.

• To pay the appropriate charge for an extra night if I fail to check out by 10:00 a.m. on the scheduled departure date.

I will also incur in addition a $250 per day charge should I maintain possession of the room or apartment beyond my scheduled departure date without written authorization from the Office of Residence Life.

• To forfeit the TOTAL ROOM CHARGES should I choose to depart from my apartment for any reason before the agreed departure date. The total forfeiture also applies to “no-shows” (those who sign an Occupancy Agreement, but do not take possession of the room or apartment and whose written cancellation does not arrive in the Office of Residence Life at least 21 days prior to the scheduled date of arrival).

• This agreement may be voided if occupant acts in a manner that causes harm to self or others.

• To abide by the Terms and Conditions of Occupancy as listed on both sides of the Occupancy Agreement.
