Resident Transportation Information

Summer 2009
The Law Center’s location on Capitol Hill makes it convenient to a variety of transportation services.  The Gewirz Center is within walking distance of Union Station with its Metrorail, commuter trains, and many restaurants, shops and movie theaters.

Metrorail and Metrobus provide transportation throughout Washington, Suburban Maryland and Virginia..  Taxis are plentiful, inexpensive and easy to find in Washington.  Biking is also a popular mode of transportation for our students.  Bikes may not be stored in your Gewirz apartment, but other secure storage is available in the building.

The Law Center offers free shuttle service to Union Station every 15 minutes every day from 5:00 p.m. until midnight.  In addition, the Office of Residence Life arranges free weekly shuttle service for grocery shopping.

With all of these options available, it is unlikely that you will find the need to have a car in Washington.  As in most cities, parking is scarce and expensive.  Because the majority of our students must commute, there is great demand for the limited parking available at the Law Center.

There are a limited number of spaces available for Gewirz Student Center residents in the Center’s underground garage.  The garage is well-lighted and equipped with surveillance cameras and emergency telephones.  If you park in the Gewirz Center, your resident ID card will be programmed to allow access to the garage and elevator.

If you would like to keep a car in the Gewirz Center, you should complete the attached application and return it with your full advance payment to the address indicated by May 20, 2009.  The parking fee is $8.50 per day, including weekends.  Your check should be made payable to GULC and be for the entire period of your residency ($8.50 x the number of days you will reside in the Center).  If we are unable to offer you a parking space, your parking payment will be refunded to you. Please note, due to limited parking spaces we can not guarantee that your application will be accepted.
NOTE: If you have not submitted an application for housing to the Office of Residence Life and been assigned a space in the Gewirz Center, you cannot submit an application for parking.

Parking Information and Regulations

Students parking in the Gewirz Center garage use the Georgetown Parking ID card for access to the garage doors and the elevator serving the parking area. There are a limited number of spaces available for Gewirz Student Center residents in the Center’s underground garage.  If you would like to keep a car in the Gewirz Center, you should complete the attached application and return it to the address indicated by May 20, 2009.
When you register for parking, you agree to follow the safe driving rules listed below.  These rules serve every member of the Law Center community by enforcing courteous driving in our facility.


*Double parking and parking on ramps are not allowed.


*All posted signs should be obeyed.


*Please do not park in Reserved Visitor spaces, Disabled spaces, or No Parking areas.


*Parking spaces should not be used for other than their intended purpose.


*Automobile registration information should be kept up to date.


*Hang tag must be displayed at all times.

Penalties for violating these driving rules are as follows:



ALL VIOLATIONS ARE SUBJECT TO A $15 FINE
If you are involved in an accident at the Law Center, you must report it to the Department of Public Safety (202-662-9325).  Any accident involving bodily injury or property damage of $100 or more must be reported to the Metropolitan Police.
