If you are interested in applying for the Domestic Violence Teaching Fellowship, please attach a supplemental essay describing any litigation, policy, or scholarship experience you have had in the domestic violence field.  If you are interested in applying for the Domestic Violence Teaching Fellowship ONLY, please indicate this preference; otherwise, applicants will be considered for all Fellowships.  Applicants for the Teaching Fellowship must have taken a bar exam prior to applying and must receive sufficient bar results by December 2007 in order to permit waiver into the DC Bar.  Current students are not eligible.
18.  WLPPFP may be able to offer a limited number of Fellowships to public interest lawyers focusing on women’s rights who have already obtained positions working with public interest organizations in the Washington, DC area.  These Fellowships would provide the opportunity to participate in all WLPPFP seminars, professional development training and networking events, but would not provide funding for the Fellow’s stipend or salary.  If you are interested in this type of Fellowship, please indicate the name of your employer, the date on which you started (or will start), the type of work that you are (or will be) doing in this position (e.g., impact litigation, public policy advocacy, direct legal services, etc.), and the substantive women’s rights issues on which you will be focusing.  Applicants for these Fellowships do not need to answer the question below concerning placement organizations.  Please note:  if you apply to WLPPFP through the regular application process, and later obtain employment with a public interest organization and would still like to participate in WLPPFP, please inform us as soon as possible.
