Orientation Week 2025: August 18-22

ODOS organizes the Orientation Week activities for the entering J.D. class, which will include everything
from tours around DC with faculty to casual meals with upper-class mentors to your first law school class.
Please note that the required portion of Orientation for J.D. students in the full-time program runs
from Wednesday morning, August 20 through Friday afternoon, August 22. However, most students
plan to arrive in DC a few days early if they don’t already reside here, as there will be a range of
optional-participation activities on Tuesday, August 19 that will help you get settled and meet your
classmates, including campus and city tours to meet & greet gatherings to service projects. We will send
you details on all of this in the coming 4-6 weeks.

Peer Advisors

Starting in late June, you can expect to receive messages from your Peer Advisor, an upper-class JD
student who is here to be a resource, tour guide, and informal mentor as you acclimate to DC and
Georgetown Law. They will be available this summer, during Orientation week, and throughout the fall
semester to support your transition into 1L year. We know you may already have some questions about
moving to DC and getting ready for 1L.
